Minutes of the Special Town Council Meeting
 Review of Security / Incident in Town 06-12-25
Wednesday, June 18, 2025

1. Call the Special Meeting to Order:
The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Mayor Harry Ward. Council members in attendance were Bob Wood, Benjamin Monastero, Jamie Draper and Joanne Plescia. Community members in attendance are shown on the attached sign in sheets.

2. Welcome:
Harry Ward introduced all Council members and a special guest, Captain Mary McGuire from Troop 7 of the Delaware State Police, and introduced the topic of safety/security involving gatherings at the Pavilion on Slaughter Beach that are not permitted and how the Town responds.  Guidelines for permitting were also discussed during the Q&A.


3. Question & Answer:
Mayor Ward took questions from members in the audience as well as those on zoom.  He introduced the work being done to upgrade the cameras in town so they can photograph license plates (even at night and moving), and the possibility of hiring a part-time person in the summer months to monitor the pavilion.

Another option that was introduced was a neighborhood watch program, which will be followed up by the Town Manager.

The fire company members in attendance and the state police were called away for an emergency but not before advising that they are all willing and able to help the community, always.

Our town ordinance requires permits for more than a 10-person gathering (signage already in the pavilion and on our website), our pavilion can be reserved at no charge with a permit submitted and approved, and the pavilion is completely closed (as well as the beach) from 9pm to dawn.  Our bathrooms are only open in the summer from dawn to dusk and we have a part-time employee that maintains the restrooms and pavilion for public use.

The majority of group bookings are for school groups, second to that are small weddings, and then a smattering of birthday or other celebrations.  

Council will work on a system for notification in an emergency.
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
